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SERMON SERIES IN PROVERBS





Talking through the message during the week and in the Life Group context helps you turn what God is saying to you into action steps. These discussion points, questions, and scriptures are designed to help you take the next step. If you’re leading a group through this guide, don’t feel like you have to answer every question. Pick out those questions that will stir up conversation and action among your group.

Opener – 1) Share a common everyday saying or family proverb that you grew up hearing. Example – My family would say this one when we were camping. A clean camp is a happy camp.
2) What is it about these saying that makes them so memorable?
1. Read Proverbs 1:1-7. 

2. Discuss the following points: 

a. What do you think is the purpose of the book of Proverbs?
b. How would you explain the fear of the Lord in your own words.

c. Why is the Fear of the Lord important for your life?

3. The Hebrew word translated "wisdom" usually refers to some kind of skill or ability.   It was originally used to describe the work of weavers who weave the elaborate garments of the high priest. It was imperative that the weavers follow God’s exact specifications for the priests’ garments. From that point on, the Israelites equated wisdom with a skill for living, and wisdom has since been defined as “the skill to live life according to God’s plan.”
a. How does one acquire a skill, and do the same principles apply regarding Wisdom?
4. Read James 1:5. Discuss the following ideas

a. The Wise Ask for Wisdom

b. The Wise Ask God

c. God Gives Wisdom

Prayer time – share about an area of your life or situation that you could grow in wisdom. Pray into these areas together. Thank the Lord for His Wisdom that comes from heaven.  Make a fresh surrender and commitment to follow the pattern that God has laid out for your life.
