Week of 7.5.15 | Talk It Over Discussion Guide

These discussion points, questions, and scriptures are designed to help you take the next step. If you’re leading a group through this guide, don’t feel like you have to answer every question. Pick out those questions that will stir up conversation and action among your group.

Opener – 1) What are your vacation plans this summer? Stay-cation? Visiting family? 2) Traveling anywhere? What’s your favorite summer vacation memory?
1. In your own words, describe the word “glory”. Have you ever had a moment where you experienced God’s glory? Describe/share it. 

2. Psalm 34:5 teaches us that salvation is both about what God takes away, and what he restores to us. What does salvation mean to you? 

3. Discuss the following points from part 1: 

a. Our Call – Looking to the Lord. Psalm 34:5, Isaiah 60:1-2, John 1:14, II Corinthians 3:18, & Hebrews 12:1-2
i. What does it mean to look unto Jesus? 

ii. What is the most challenging thing about choosing to look to the Lord?

iii. What is greatest blessing of looking to the Lord? 
b. God Gives Glory – Psalm 84:11, John 17:22. 

i. Discuss this statement - God’s glory is the promise of His radiant Presence – whether seen or unseen – available to any individual, family, household, group, or local church family that will align with His divine order. 
c. You were created for glory – Romans 3:23, II Corinthians 3:7-9.

i. What do people try to substitute for God’s glory? Why? 

ii. How does the gospel restore people to God’s glory?

iii. How is God’s glory seen on our lives?

Prayer time – share an area of growth where alignment needs to come in your life. Pray into these areas together. Thank the Lord for His glory, and invite a fresh visitation in your life, home, and our church family.
