Week of 6.7.15 | Talk It Over Discussion Guide

These discussion points, questions, and scriptures are designed to help you take the next step. If you’re leading a group through this guide, don’t feel like you have to answer every question. Pick out those questions that will stir up conversation and action among your group.

Opener – Have you ever made your own dough and baked your own bread? If yes,  was it for a special occasion, or some kind of family tradition? How does baking and cooking draw family and friends together?
A. Read Acts 2:42-47, Mark 6:41, Luke 24:30-31, John 6:35, Luke 26:26 and Matthew 6:9-14 (The Lord’s Prayer)
1. How does following the example set forth by the early church that is found in Acts 2:42 help you personally step into the endlessness of God’s Grace? “And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers.”  Define God’s Grace in your own words.
2. Jesus followed the Jewish tradition of the Breaking of Bread in his earthly ministry. Several of those occasions are recorded for us in scripture. Luke 24:30-31, John 6:35, Luke 26:26. What if anything stands out to you in these accounts? 
3. Why do you think Jesus referred to himself as “The Bread of Life”? What do you think that means? What is “Our Daily Bread” and how do we receive it? 
B. Action Plan - Step up a time to get together with your Life Group or other believers and share a common meal together this summer.
1. Have the host or group leader pray a prayer of thanksgiving over the meal. 
2. Build each other by sharing scriptures and personal words of encouragement to one another.

3. Have a wonderful time of food and fellowship.
